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Myra ve Andriake Kazilarinda ilk Yil: 2009

First Season of Excavations at Myra and Andriake: 2009

Kaya mezarlarinin nitelik ve niceligiyle Klasik Dénem’de;
11.500 kisi kapasiteli tiyatrosuyla (Res. 1) Roma Done-
mi‘nde ve Aziz Nikolaos’la olusturdugu Hiristiyanlik
merkezi konumuyla Bizans Dénemi boyunca Likya'nin
en biylk birkac metropoliinden biri olan Myra ve
Akdeniz’in en 6nemli limanlarindan olan Andriake ile
birlikte 2009 sezonunda kazilmaya baglanmistir*.
Andriake sadece limana yonelik yapilasmasiyla antik bir
limanin yerlesim karakterini en iyi gosterecek bir 6rnek-
tir. 4-6 m. allivyon altinda “Pompei” benzeri saklanmig
Myra kenti de arkeolojideki Likya sorunlarini ve eksikle-
rini karsilayacak essiz bir bilgi rezervi niteligindedir.
Bugtin eldeki veriler Myra’nin 4 km. ¢apinda bir alanda
-Demre’nin tamaminin altinda- yayili oldugunu goster-
mektedir.

Myra Kaya Nekropolii Sondaji (B. Ozdilek; Res. 2)

“Deniz nekropoll” bolimiinde, bugiin en dipte konum-
lanan ve yariya yakini dolu olan kaya mezarlarinin
onlinde bir agma yapilmisti. Amag, kaya mezarligini
orijinal yapisiyla en dibine kadar gormek, bu kesimdeki
dolgunun miktarini ve sedimentolojik karakterini anla-
mak ve olasi mezar varligini saptamakti. 25x5 m. 6lgi-
lerindeki agmada 4 m. derinlige kadar tamamen altvyon
dolgu oldugu gorilmistir. En dipte kiiltlr topragi Bizans
seramik parcalari ile baglamistir. 1 adet Bizans (7. yy. ?)
sikkesi gelmesi kiiltiir katmaninin en st tarihine iligkin
veri olusturmustur. Bu tarih kentin biylk kisminin artik
goémiildigi ve bittigi tarih gibi goriinmektedir. Aliivyon
altt kiiltir katmanlari kazisinin devami 2010 sezonuna
kalmustir.

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Excavations were initiated at Myra and Andriake in 2009.
Myra was one of the biggest metropolises of Roman
Lycia, as evidenced by the numerous and exceptional
quality of its Classical period rock tombs, and also by its
theater, with its capacity to seat 11500 people (Fig. 1)
and during Byzantine period, it was the center of work
for St. Nicholas as a Bishop of the church*. Myra’s access
to the sea was Andriake, one of the most important
harbors of the Mediterranean. Excavations in Andriake
will provide an excellent opportunity to shed light on the
settlement of an ancient harbor, while Myra, with its
well-preserved remains buried under 4 to 6 m. depth of
alluvial silt, is almost like the Pompeii of Asia Minor. It is
an unparalleled reserve of information for Lycian
archaeology. Technological data available today shows
Myra, lying beneath modern Demre, had a diameter of
about 4 km.

Sounding at Rock Tomb Necropolis of Myra
(B. Ozdilek; Fig. 2)

In the so-called sea necropolis of Myra’s necropolis, and
to the west of the theater, a trench was dug in front of
the lowest level of rock tombs that were filled almost
halfway. Our aim was to identify the depth and sedimen-
tological character of the alluvial silt, and to excavate the
tombs’ bottom level, identifying them, if possible. The
trench measured 25x5 m. with the top four meters
comprising only silt. At the bottom of the fourth meter,
and directly on top, the cultural deposits started with

Myra “Nymphaion” (S. Bulut — M. Sengiil; Res. 3)

Sura-Andriake-Myra yollari kavsaginda giineye -kavsaga-
bakmaktadir. Tamamen kesme taslarla 6riilen yapr arka-
alt kesimlerde ve zeminde ana kayaya oyulmustur.
Buglin ozellikle bati kesimde kemerlerin stiine kadar
saglam korunmusgtur. Tim yapi, 2 m. ile 1.5 m. arasinda
yiikseklikte altvyon -mil- kaplanmistir. Yapinin farkl
yerlerinden ¢ikan kaynak sulari nedeniyle 1 m. zemin
suyu i¢inde bulunmaktadir. Altivyon dolgu yapinin dogu
tarafinda 5 m. genisligindeki bir koridor boyunca, ana
kayadan diizeltilmis zemine kadar alinmistir. Yapinin
dogu uzantisinda arka kesimdeki diizeltilmis ana kaya
boyunca 40 m. ve yapinin dogu duvari boyunca K-G
yonlinde ayni geniglikte 25 m. uzunlugunda bir alan
acilarak yapinin dogu kesimindeki tim uzantilari saptan-
mistir. Sonraki asamada yapinin igine girilmis ve arkadan
baglayarak ayni yiikseklikteki salt allivyondan olusan
balgik dolgu alinmis ve yapr iginin 34’lik miktarinin
kazisi tamamlanmigtir. 2010 sezonunda ana kanal ile
yap! arasinda bir set olusturup tim yapi ve gevresindeki
sular tek noktadan tahliye edilerek tiim yapi kazilabilir

Byzantine potsherds. A Byzantine coin of possibly 7t
century (?) was uncovered at the extreme top of this
level, providing us with a date for the settlement that was
here at that time. This date seems to indicate an approx-
imate time the city was abandoned and subsequently
buried under the silt. Excavations of the cultural deposit
will begin in 2010.

Myra “Nymphaeum” (S. Bulut — M. Sengtil; Fig. 3)

This structure, located at the junction of the Sura,
Andriake, and Myra roads, faces south and the junction
itself. It survives in good condition up to the top of its
arches, especially in the west, the entire structure was
buried under a silt layer. Due to an underground spring,
rising waters have flooded it to one-meter-deep. The 1.5-
2.0 m. thick alluvial silt was removed on the east side in
a 5-meters wide corridor and a floor cut from bedrock
was reached. In the east extension of the building, an
area of 40 m. along the leveled bedrock and 25 m. in the
north-south direction was excavated. All extensions to
the east were exposed. In the next stage, we entered
inside the building and the muddy filling was removed,
starting from the rear side. Excavation of about three-
quarters of the interior has been completed. In 2010 it is
planned to build a barrier between the main canal and
the building, draining the water away and preparing the
entire building for later excavation. There is a cistern
located 2.40 m. west of the building. This well-preserved
cistern has an Ottoman superstructure. The bottom is
contemporaneous with the nymphaeum and was a reser-
voir of it. In the rocks behind the building is the rock-cut
water canal of Myra and Andriake was located and a
42-meter-long section of it was excavated alongside the
building. This canal supplied water from the Myros valley
to Myra and then onto Andriake.

Andriake Granarium (Horrea Hadriani) Kazilan
(O. Tibikoglu — A. Aygiin — H. Dere; Res. 4)

Andriake limaninin en 6nemli sembolik vyapisi,
Akdeniz’in de en biiyiik granariumudur. i.S. 129-130
yilinda Hadrianus doneminde insa edilen granarium
2307 m?yi bulan olglleriyle ve catisina kadar ayakta
kalmis korunmusluguyla ¢ok 6zel bir yapidir. 64.24 m.
uzunlugunda ve 38.65 m. genisligindedir. Bati sondaki
iki bolim, arka kesimde 6.04 m. daha kisadir. Kapali
bolimlerin i¢ hacim toplami 2.081 m*dir. Duvar yiik-
seklikleri 6.40 m., duvar kalinliklari ise yak. 0.85 m.dir.
8 bollimiine de birbirinden bagimsiz cepheden agilmis
kapilardan girilmektedir. Odalar arasinda igeriden kapi-
larla gecis saglanmistir. Dogu ve bati basta yer alan
ofisler birbirine yonelik olarak 6n alana bakmaktadir.
Bunlar granarium mal giris ¢ikis islemlerinin yapildigi ve
korundugu ofisler olmalidir. Yapinin tiim cephesi boyun-
ca arkhitrav tizerinde blyik harflerle kazinan yazit yapi-
nin tarihini I.S. 129-130 olarak netlestirir. Yapi cephesin-
de imparator Hadrianus ve karisi Sabina’nin portreleri
bulunmaktadir. Dérdiincii kapinin sol tarafinda, i.S. 388-
392’ye tarihlenen Myra ve Arneai kentlerindeki
“0lcimler”in nasil yapilacagina iliskin bir kararname
bulunmaktadir. Yine cephede granarium sorumlusu
“Herakleon”un adadigi kabartmada isis-Serapis ve
Pluton ile griphon bulunmaktadir. Granariumun iki
yanindan yikselmeye baglayan alinlik birlesmeden dik
duvarla son bulmaktadir. Arada kalan kisimda ise kirma
catiyla kaplanmaktadir. Oda zeminleri genellikle ana
kayaya kadar tahrip olmustur. En saglam zeminin bulun-
dugu 1. odada gozlemlenen verilere gore, cok dizeltil-
meden sadece fazla gikintilari kesilen ana kaya zemin
tizerine dolgu yapilmis, kireg¢ harciyla déseme tabani
olusturulmus ve tugla levhalarla kaplanmistir. Yiizyillarin
kullanimi sonucu bu zeminin defalarca elden gegirildigi
anlasiimaktadir. Andriake’ye 6zgii denilebilecek bir yapi
malzemesi olarak ilk kez burada “mureks harci”ndan
bahsetmek gereklidir. isliklerde boya maddesi iretimi
sonucunda geriye kalan bol miktarda kirik mureks atik-
lart iyi-saglam tutucu bir har¢ malzemesi olarak deger-
lendirilmistir.
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Excavations at the Granarium (Horrea Hadriani) in
Andriake (O. Tibikoglu — A. Aygiin — H. Dere; Fig. 4)

This granary is the most symbolic building of Andriake
harbor. Built in A.D. 129-130 in the reign of Hadrian, it
covers an area of 2307 sq. m. and stands intact up to its
roof level. It measures 64.24 m. long and 38.65 m. wide.
Two westernmost sections are 6.04 m. shorter at the rear.
The interiors of the covered sections add up to 2081 sq.
m. The preserved height of the walls is 6.40 m. while the
wall thicknesses average 0.85 m. The eight sections of
the granary are accessed individually from outside but
are also interconnected inside by doorways. The rooms
located at the east and west ends face each other on the
front part. These might possibly have been offices for
checking incoming and outgoing grain shipments and/or
to provide security. The inscription in capital letters
extending all along the facade clearly sets the date of
construction as A.D. 129-130. In addition there are the
portraits of Emperor Hadrian and Empress Sabina on the
facade. On the left of the fourth doorway is a decree of
A.D. 388-92 for measurement standards in Myra and
Arneai. Also on the facade are Isis-Sarapis and Pluton
with griffin in relief dedicated by Herakleon, who was in
charge of the granary. The pediments that start rising on
either side terminate at a vertical wall without uniting. In
the section between it is covered with the pitch of the
roof descending from the back. Room floors are usually
damaged down to bedrock. According to the best-pre-
served floor in the first room, the bedrock was roughly
leveled and a base for paving was formed with mortar,
then paved with brick. It was noted that this floor had
been repaired numerous times through centuries of serv-
ice. Here “murex mortar” should be mentioned, perhaps
as a construction material peculiar to Andriake. Murex
wastes from paint workshops were used as strong
binders in the mortar.

Harbor Agora of Andriake - Plakoma
(S. Bulut — C. Yagar; Figs. 4-5)

This ancient international trade center was adjoining the
granarium on its east, the agora faces the harbor with full
front. It was designed as a wide “U” with its open mouth
on the south. In its wings are shops and workshops of
various sizes and possibly two storied. The west wing is
covered with heaps of murex wastes from a later period.
The agora opens onto the harbor street via a doorway
and a colonnaded propylaion in the middle of its north
front. The granary and plakoma together with their sur-
roundings were built at the same time within the same
construction program. The cistern in the middle of the
agora measures 23.62x12.09 m. with a depth of more

Andriake Liman Agorasi - Plakoma
(S. Bulut — C. Yagar; Res. 4-5)

Uluslararasi bir ticaret merkezi durumundaki limanin en
hareketli bolimudir. Asil alis verig trafiginin yasandig
bu alan granariumun hemen dogu bitisiginde tiim cephe-
siyle limana bakmaktadir. Giiney tarafi agik olan genis
bir “U” biciminde planlanmistir. “U” formundaki agora
kollarinin iginde farkli o6lgilerde, olasilikla iki katl
diikkanlar-iglikler bulunmaktadir. Agoranin bati kolu geg
dénem mureks dretim artiklarinin yiginlariyla rtiilmas-
tir. Agora kuzey -liman- cephesinin yaklasik ortasindan
bir kapiyla ve situnlu propylaionla liman caddesine
inmektedir. Granarium ve plakoma ile cevresindeki
diizenlemeler ayni yapi programi igerisinde ve ayni
zamanda insa edilmistir. Agoranin ortasinda yere oyul-
mus sarnicin olgileri 23.62x12.09 m.dir. Yiiksekligi ise
7 m./den fazladir. Dikdortgen planli sarnig 2 sirada top-
lam 16 kemerle tasinmaktadir. Buglin tamami saglam
durumdadir. Sarnicin Gstii 117 iri, dikdortgen blokla
ortilmustir. Plakoma adini veren de bu tag-plaka orttddr.

Andriake Liman Tesisleri Kazilari (M. Sengiil; Res. 4)

Andriake limanin gliney tarafinda yamagla liman cadde-
si arasindaki az egimli alan boyunca sahil seridinin
tamaminda yapilar siralanmaktadir. Yaklasik 50x30 m.
olcilerinde bir alandaki yapilar planlari anlasilabilecek
kadar ortaya gikarilmistir. Bu alan batiya dogru benzer
yapilara, doguya dogru da plakoma ile liman caddesi
arasindaki benzer fonksiyonlu yapilara baglanmaktadr.
Granariumun dogu baslangici ile kiyr arasinda bulunan
ilk yapilar 4 bagimsiz birimin yan yana siralanmasindan
olusur. Diikkanlar bir sokaga agilmaktadir. Bu sokagin
limana dogru olan kuzey tarafinda yine bazi birimler
bulunmaktadir. Meydanin giiney tarafinda limandan

than 7 m. This rectangular cistern has two rows of eight
arches supporting its superstructure and it is all intact.
The superstructure comprises 117 large rectangular
slabs, which ascribe the name plakoma to the monu-
ment as well.

Excavations at the Harbor Facilities (M. Sengil; Fig. 4)

Along the mildly sloping coast between the slope and
the harbor street to the south of the harbor are buildings
one after the other. These buildings covering an area of
about 50x30 m. have been exposed to understand their
plans. This area links with similar structures on the west
and again buildings with similar function between the
plakoma and the harbor street on the east. The first build-
ings between the east end of the granary and the coast
comprise four independent rooms side by side. These
shops open into a street and there are other rooms on
the north side of this street. On the south side of the
square are the remains of podiums belonging to two
monuments that once welcomed the travelers arriving at
the harbor. Here were nine inscription fragments found
mentioning the names of Agrippa, Germanicus and
Gaius. It is inferred this area was a significant harbor
square adorned with statues. As was found along the
entire harbor, here too were found stepped streets climb-
ing up the slope between the harbor and the granary.
Later Roman constructions or Byzantine constructions
partially concealed or altered them.

Excavations at the Synagogue in Andriake
(O. Cémezoglu — E. Ozkan - E. Sarioglu)

The monument is located in front of the west corner of
Horrea Hadriani and faces the harbor. It has two rooms
and inside the main room were found two columns, two
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gelenleri kargilayan 2 anita iliskin podyumlarin kalintilari
bulunmaktadir. Bunlar arasinda Agrippa, Germanicus ve
Gaius adlari gegen 9 yazit pargasi bulunmustur. Anlasilan
bu alan, heykellerle donatilmis nitelikli liman meydanla-
rindan biridir. Liman boyunca oldugu gibi burada da
yap! aralarinda limanla granarium arasindaki yokusu
ctkan basamakl sokaklar bulunmaktadir. Daha sonra
insa edilen veya revize edilerek elde edilen Bizans
Donemi yapilari Roma Dénemi planlamasini kismen
kapatmis, degistirmistir.

Andriake Sinagog Kazilari
(O. Cémezoglu — E. Ozkan — E. Sarioglu)

Horrea Hadriani’nin bati kosesi 6niinde, limana bakar.
iki bolimlii yapinin ana odasinda iki siitun, iki siitun
althgi, 2 korkuluk payesi, mimari bezemeli ve soffitli
arkhitrav parcalari ve 1'i diiz 3’ figtrli olan 4 plakaya
ait parcalar ele gegmistir. Apsisten, yapinin zeminine
diismiis mermer levhalar tizerinde 7 kollu Musevi sam-
dani (menora), sag yaninda sofar ve sol yaninda da lulav
islenmistir (Res. 6). Ust profillerinde 3 satirlik yazitlar
vardir. Adak yazitlarinda “israil” kelimesi ge¢mekte ve
yazitlar “Amen” ve “Salom” gibi diger dinsel ifadelerle
sonlanmaktadir. Hentiz bilimsel aragtirmalar sonlandiril-
mamis olsa da, yapi ve mimari bezemeler olasilikla
I.S. 5. yy.dan oldugunu gostermektedir.

Likya Bolgesi'nde ilk kez Yahudi varhigina iliskin mimari
ve ikonografik kanitlar ele gecmistir: Likya kaltir kat-
manlarina bir yenisi daha eklenmistir. Bu kanitlar hem
yazitlar hem mimari dekorasyon ve ikonografik 6gelerde
hem de mimaride s6z konusudur: Yani ilk kez hem tapi-
nak hem de kabartmali ve yazitli levhalar bulunmustur.
Andriake’deki bulgular Anadolu’da Dogu Roma (Bizans)
Donemi dinsel/sosyal yapilanmasindaki Yahudi cemaati-
nin yerinin ve erken varhginin anlasiimasi {izerine
onemli bir kesiftir. Hem limandaki kii¢iik Yahudi toplulu-
guna hem de ve Ozellikle limana ticaret icin gelen
Musevilerin kullanmasina yonelik yapilmistir. Andriake
kazilarinda kesfedilen bu bulgulardan sonra bircok kazi,
depolarindaki bulgularini gézden gecirmek zorundadir
ve anlasilan Andriake’de ve bolgede yeni Yahudi izleri
gelmeye devam edecektir. Kiltlir Bakanligi’'nin destegiy-
le, Sinagog ve bulgularinin konsolidasyon ve konservas-
yon galismalari da tamamlanmustir.

Andriake Bizans i§li§i Temizligi (T. Kimyonok)

Granariumun dogu yaninda, agora duvariyla bitisik insa
edilmis, simdilik I.S. 6. yy/a tarihledigimiz bir yapi gru-
bunda bitki temizligi ve ylizey molozlari temizligi yapil-
mistir. Roma Donemi’nde 16 m.yi asan bir koridor
olarak granarium ve agora arasindaki hareketli trafigi

column bases, two balusters, architrave fragments with
architectural decoration and soffits. fragments of four
panels were also found, three of which are decorated
and one is plain. The fallen marble panels are decorated
with the seven branched candlestick, menorah, and
flanked with a shofar and lulav (Fig. 6). There are two
inscriptions of three lines. These votive inscriptions con-
tain the words Israel, amen and shalom. Although the
scientific research has not been completed, the building
and architectural decorations suggest a date in the 5%
century A.D.

This is the first time architectural and iconographic evi-
dence confirming a Jewish presence has been found in
Lycia, thus a new layer is added to the cultural strata of
Lycia. Evidence is found both in architecture, its decora-
tion and its iconographic features, the prayer site and the
inscribed panels with inscriptions and relief decoration.
These artifacts from Andriake are of great importance for
the establishment of a Jewish community within the reli-
gious and social stratification of East Roman (Byzantine)
period in Anatolia. It was built to serve a small harbor
congregation, and possibly for those coming for trade
purposes. After this discovery at Andriake, many expedi-
tions need to review their stored finds for new evidence
of Jewish presence. Discoveries of new finds in the
region are expected. With the support of the Ministry of
Culture and Tourism the building and the small finds
were consolidated and conserved.

Cleaning Work at Byzantine Workshop in Andriake
(T. Kimyonok)

On the east side of the granarium is a group of buildings
adjoining the agora wall. Tentatively dated to the 6" cen-
tury A.D. the buildings were cleaned of vegetation and
rubble. The road between the granarium and agora, a
corridor over 16 m. long, was built over during the
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saglayan ara yol Bizans Donemi’'nde yapilagmistir.
Yapinin G-D’sunda yaklasik 30 m. capinda alcak bir
tepecik olusmustur. Tepecigin ¢cogunluk dolgusu mureks
kabuklart kiriklaridir. Agoranin G-B’sina denk gelen ala-
nin mureks artiklarinin atilmasi i¢in kullanilmis olmasi,
isligin faaliyette oldugu dénemde agoranin en azindan
bu kesiminin islevini yitirmis oldugunu gostermektedir.
Bu durum mureks atiklari tepesi ve islik kompleksinin en
az I.S. 6. yy.dan sonra olustugunu gostermektedir.

Sikkeler (S. Bulut)

Myra ve Andriake kazilarinda bu yil toplam 544 adet
sikke ele gecmistir. Bunlardan sadece biri Myra'da diger-
leri Andriake’de bulunmustur. Sikkelerin 217 adedi etit-
[Gk olarak ayrilmis ve bunlardan 170 adedinin katalogu
yapilmistir. 296 adet sikke ise tanimlanamayacak durum-
dadir. Envanterlik nitelige sahip 31 adet sikke ise miizeye
teslim edilmistir. Sikkelerin 4 adedi glimus digerleri ise
bronzdur. Katalogu yapilan sikkelerden en erken tarihli
olanlar, Helenistik Birlik Donemi’ne aittir (14 adet).
Okunabilenler icerisinde en gec¢ tarihe sahip sikke ise
Focas dénemine (I.S. 602-610) aittir. Myra’da nekropol
kazilarinda gegen en geg sikke bronz olup kesin tanim-
lamasi yapilamasa da I.S. 7. yy."a (2) ait oldugunu séyle-
mek olasidir. Sikke, allivyon altindaki kiltiir katmaninin
en Ustiinde ele gegen ilk veri olmasi agisindan 6nemlidir.
Ele gecen sikkelerden tanimlanamayanlar da dikkate
alindiginda, yogunlugun 1.S. 4. ve 5. yy.'lara ait oldukla-
ri gorilir. Kesin olarak tanimlanabilen 25 adet sikke
Arcadius’a (I.S. 395-401), 18 adeti ise Il. Constantinus’a
(I.S. 337-361) aittir. Henliiz katalogu yapilmayan sikkeler
de degerlendirildiginde, 1.S. 2.-3. yy.larda altin cagini
yasayan granariumun orijinal yapim evresi sonrasindaki
en yogun trafigini I.S. 4. ve 5. yy.larda yasadigini sdyle-
mek olasidir. Granarium’un i¢inden ve gevresinden ele
gecen Hellenistik Birlik sikkeleri, Andriake’nin bu
donemdeki varligini kesin olarak gosteren ilk kazi bulun-
tulari olmasi agisindan 6nemlidir. Andriake’nin bir liman
kenti olmasi ve ticaretin yogunlugu nedeniyle ele gecen
sikkelerde buna paralel olarak gesitlilik gorilir. Bu sik-
keler icinde en dikkat gekici olani Nikomedia’ya ait bir
bronz sikkedir. 1. Valerian dénemine (i.S. 253-260) ait
olan sikke, kentin sahip oldugu neokorlugu gostermesi
acisindan 6nemlidir.

Kazilar diginda, epigrafik aragtirmalar (H. S. Oztiirk);

Ltd.) ve cevre yerlesimleri
(Karabel, Muskar, Beymelek, Sura) on-arastirmalari
gerceklestirilmistir.
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Byzantine period. To the southeast of the building, a low
hill about 30 m. in diameter was formed using mostly
murex shells. The fact that this southwest area of the
agora served as a dumping site when the workshop was
active shows that, at least this corner of the agora, had
lost its function. Thus, it is understood that the hill of
murex wastes and workshops were made after the 6%
century A.D.

Coins (S. Bulut)

This year’s campaign at Myra and Andriake brought to
light a total of 544 coins, of which only one was found
at Myra, with all the rest being found in Andriake. Of
these coins, 217 were put aside for study purposes and
170 are catalogued. Two hundred ninety six coins are
not legible or identifiable, while 31 coins that were worth
inventorying were turned over to the Museum. Four
coins are silver and the rest are bronze. The earliest ones
(14 ea.) of the catalogued coins belong to the Hellenistic
League. Among the legible coins, the latest one belongs
to the reign of Phocas (A.D. 602-610). The latest coin
uncovered in the excavations of the necropolis in Myra
is bronze and could not be identified clearly but possibly
dates to the 6%-7" centuries. This coin is of great impor-
tance as it was uncovered in the uppermost layer of
cultural deposit beneath the alluvial silt. When the uni-
dentified coins are also taken into account, the highest
number dated from the 4" and 5% centuries A.D. Among
the identified coins, 25 belong to the reign of Arcadius
(A.D. 395-401) while 18 belong to Constantinus Il (A.D.
337-361). As the uncatalogued coins are considered, it
might be assumed that the granarium, which had its
golden age in the 2"9-3'Y centuries, went through another
period of prosperity in the 4"-5% centuries. Coins of the
Hellenistic League, uncovered inside and around the
granarium, are of great importance for they clearly
evince the presence of Andriake during this Hellenistic
period. The variety of coins uncovered also reflects the
fact that Andriake was a port city and its trade was exten-
sive. The most interesting coin is a bronze one from
Nikomedeia dating to the reign of Valerianus | (A.D. 253-
260) and showing the neokoros honor of the city.

Apart from the excavations, preliminary work was
carried out on epigraphic studies (H. S. Oztiirk), defense
systems (l. Pimouguet-Pédarros), underwater surveys
(M. Gokoglu), cartography (O. Tibikoglu — A. Aygiin),
geophysical surveys (Anomali Engineering Co.) and
environs (settlements of Karabel, Muskar, Beymelek and
Sura).
